SANTA FE, NM – High school and prospective students, their families and community members can get firsthand information from 80 colleges and universities during Santa Fe Community College’s annual College Night, set for 6-8 p.m., Oct. 18 at the William C. Witter Fitness Center. College Night showcases the varied options offered by colleges from across the state and the country, with information on the academic degree programs they offer, from health care, science or engineering to liberal arts, political science or fine arts and other specialties.

In-state schools will be represented, as well as Stanford University, Middlebury College, Duke University, George Washington University, Prescott College and the University of Oregon, and other schools.
