Student Right to Know Act Data
To help you make a good decision about enrolling at SFCC for a degree or certificate, we want you to know that, according to the latest fully available information:

· In FY 04-05 about 15% of all first-time, full-time degree-seeking students at New Mexico independent community colleges received their certificates or degrees within three years of entry.  At SFCC, this figure was 7.6%.  
· About12.5% of all first-time, full-time, degree-seeking students at New Mexico independent community colleges transfer to other in-state colleges within three-years of enrolling.  
· Of the Fall 2002 cohort at SFCC 23.8% transferred within three years, (by Fall 2005) most of them to four-year schools.  (We believe that is one reason our graduation rate is lower than most schools).
· Of the 199 2004-05 graduates of SFCC, 77.3% were employed 6 months to one year after graduation compared to an average of 74.8%  among independent community colleges in the state. 
· The average salary of those employed was $30,763.  On average graduates were making 30% more than they were earning three years prior, even with inflation taken into account.

· Of the 50 Nursing graduates in FY 2004-05, 47 took the NCLEX exam administered by the State Board of Nursing and 94.0% passed.  26 students took the New Mexico Teacher Assessment Exam and 25 or 96.0% passed and 4 Dental Assisting graduates took the optional DNAB exam and all four (100.0%) passed.
