SFCC Board Adopts Institutional Advancement Model For Fundraising

August 10, 2004 — Santa Fe Community College Governing Board Chair Bruce R. Besser announced today at an open meeting of the board that a unanimous resolution passed to adopt an Institutional Advancement Model for fundraising for Santa Fe Community College. The resolution provides sixty days notice and includes the stipulation that the college no longer will support The Foundation for the Santa Fe Community College.  To date, the college has provided operating funds as well as employee salaries to the Foundation. The employees previously assigned to the Foundation will be reassigned to other positions at the college. 

“The college has studied its allocations to the Foundation for the Santa Fe Community College as compared to the foundation’s contributions back to the college. We have had to re-examine our fiscal position on many programs and projects. As board members, we are ultimately responsible to the taxpayers of this community. The board unanimously adopted this resolution because of our public duty,” Besser said. 

The board resolution also directs the college to establish a new non-profit corporation to support the new Institutional Advancement Model that will seek gifts to support new instructional programs and other critical College projects (e.g., endowed faculty chairs, capital campaigns for facilities, etc..), while maintaining a commitment to providing scholarships to students in need of financial assistance.
