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SFCC Presents Faculty Art Exhibit, Dance Performances at Governor’s Gallery

March 1, 2004 — The Governor’s Gallery and the State Capitol Rotunda will display the work of nearly 40 prominent Santa Fe Community College fine arts faculty members from April 16 to July 24.

The exhibit called “Divergent Talents 2002-2003” opens at 4 p.m. on April 16 with two modern dance performances, choreographed and performed by SFCC dance instructors and students. This is the first SFCC art exhibit in the Governor’s Gallery. 

The exhibit will include book arts, ceramics, drawings, jewelry, mixed media, paintings, photography, printmaking, sculpture and traditional New Mexican arts. The show will highlight the work of faculty members employed at the college in 2002 and 2003, but also will include pieces by instructors who taught at the college prior to 2002 and longtime instructors who continue to teach at the college. 

Curators of the Capitol Art Foundation and the Governor’s Gallery chose the exhibit from slides submitted by the artists, who live in Albuquerque, Eldorado, Española, Galisteo, Madrid, Pecos, Santa Fe, Serafina and Taos. Noël Hudson, an artist from Eldorado, an SFCC instructor and a Capitol Art Foundation board member, conceived of the idea for the show and coordinated it.

The opening reception is set for 4 to 6 p.m. on April 16 in the Governor’s Gallery and the rotunda. The exhibit, which runs through July 24, is free and open to the public from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Mondays through Fridays.
