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SFCC Seeks Ideas for Classes, Programs, Workshops

If the answer is yes to any of those questions, SFCC would like to hear your ideas. The Santa Fe Community College Training Center (SFCCTC) is accepting proposals to fund training programs, academic classes or related services with special attention given to proposals for ideas never before offered by the college.

Santa Fe Community College regularly seeks unique educational, academic, career and personal enrichment opportunities that would benefit students and contribute to the area's economic, technological and cultural development. Such opportunities are added to the more than 60 programs and 900 classes offered each semester at the college.

Whether the classes tackle academic, cultural, business, technological or skilled trade topics, the proposals should be unique to Santa Fe. Proposals must not request in excess of $45,000. Several smaller grants may be awarded, or one or more larger grants, depending upon the recommendation of the evaluation committee and the SFCCTC Board.

The review and awarding process will begin on Feb. 20 and will continue until the entire $45,000 is awarded.

The request for class proposals stems from a resolution passed by the SFCC Governing Board last March. The resolution created the Training Center, a nonprofit corporation that receives funding to plan, design, construct and equip enterprises that will advance training in the Santa Fe area.
